Reprogramming of UNAIDS 2020 core resources to support the HIV and COVID-19 pandemics response: 

A total of US$ 4 561 001 of country envelope allocation for 2020 was reprogrammed by 6 December 2020 by the 
Joint Programme in 66% of countries benefitting from country envelope (36% of the total US$ 12.5 million available for 
reprogramming).

Reprogrammed 2020 UNAIDS Country Envelope allocation per Cosponsor (% out of total US$ 4.5 million reprogrammed)
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US$ 3 719 529 from UNAIDS Secretariat 2020 core budget at HQ, regional and country levels were reprogrammed by 
November 2020 to support the COVID-19 response. An additional US$ 803 800 was reprogrammed through a Special Fund for 
Headquarters COVID-19 activities.
